Turn 1 — A high-speed decreasing radius,
third gear right hander. Very late apex.

Turn 4 — At the top of a hill, a second gear,
near 180° right hander. Use all the track on
the exit for maximum speed down the hill.

Turn 7 — Atight left
hander, this is the
black flag corner
station. Lots of widt
on the exit allows
various lines through
turn. Short shift exiting
turn for less wheel

Turn 3 —Turn in early
and hug the inside of this
left hander. Exit downhill
then uphill to turn 4.

Turn 5 — Minimum track elevation. A
ricky “compression” right hander. Use
all the track through this turn, but
don’t allow car to drift too far left on
the steep uphill exit. Third gear.

Turn 6A and 6B — A real finesse section. Tap
brakes when you crest hill. One smooth arc hits clip
points 6A and 6B and track-out in between using all
the track with minimal steering correction.

Entrance Turn 8 — Use all the track through this right hander

but avoid rough apex curbing on inside. Exit speed is
critical to ensure shortest time down back straight.

Turn 10 — Also bordered by tires
on the inside, this right hander
launches you onto the front
straight. Pavement changes 10
require proper line and smooth
throttle application to ensure fast, Turn 9 — A narrow second gear right hander
controlled entry onto straight. bordered by tires on the inside. If exiting track,
Beware if it has been wet! signal and reduce speed and stay to the right
and exit after turn.
